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Introduction 

The Southern Georgia Regional Commission has produced this report that shows United States Census 
data on commutes for the Southern Georgia Region. The data spans from 1990 when the census began 
recording county-to-county commute flows through the most recent dataset available through the 2009 
– 2013 American Community Survey. Inflow and outflow commutes are considered for each our Southern 
Georgia’s 18 counties. 2009-2013 inflow and outflow data are mapped for each county in this report. 

Commuting Maps Methodology  
The data from the US Census Bureau shows commuting trips from many more counties than are depicted 
on the following maps. The criteria that follows explains which counties are included on the commuting 
pattern maps for each central county:  

1. All surrounding counties are shown if data is available,  
2. All counties having more commuters than the surrounding county with the smallest number of 

commuters that are adjoining surrounding counties,  
3. All counties with 50+ commuters that are within 100 miles of the main county.  

Data Source: US Census Bureau, American Community Survey 2009-2013.  

Disclaimer: Date displayed on maps is the Total Number of Commuters to/from central county over the 
+/- MOE. Sampling error occurs when data are based on a sample of a population rather than the full 
population. The Census Bureau reports a 90-percent confidence interval for all ACS estimates as a Margin 
of Error (MOE). Therefore in the numbers depicted on the maps, we are 90 percent confident that the 
true number of commuters to/from each county is +/- the MOE, from the total presented in each county.
